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Born in Sokei District on December 25th, 1882. After graduating from Okinawa Teacher’ s School in 1902, he was assigned to teach at Ginoza
Elementary School. Ever since then he has taught in each school for nine years, taking an active part in spreading quality education as a teacher.
Then, he was appointed as the senior secretary of Kin village office in May 1911, marking the first step as a politician.

After that, he served as the head of Kin town for 3 terms and 12 years, and as the member of the village council for 2 terms, and became the mayor
of Sokei in August 1945, just before the end of the war. In August of the same year, he was appointed as the second village chief in conjunction
with the division village of Ginoza Village. In November 1972, the magnate martial arts emblem was awarded by the Japanese government for his
achievements in contributing to the development of village administration and improvement of villager welfare over the three generations of
Meiji, Taisho and Showa.
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Born in Ginoza on April 7th, 1904. After entering Okinawa Teacher’ s School in March 1926 and graduating from the same school in March of 1928,
was transferred to Ginoza high school and started teaching. Transferred to Okinawa Prefecture Women's Normal School Attached Elementary
School in April 1930. After working for 12 years as a teacher, was later appointed to the Ginoza Junior High School as principal in May 1948. Praised
as an excellent school organizer, focusing on on-site education using own writings as text, and also training 15 school principals from the village.
After becoming inaugurated as the first guidance section manager of Ryukyu government education bureau in April, 1952, took on roles of
guidance, reinforcement of administration, research for teachers, successful administration of accredited seminars necessary for qualification of
teaching staff.

In addition, in April of 1969, he became appointed as the last minister of education under the Ryukyuan government. His educational
administration skills were highly appreciated, and in April 1975, received an award from the Government of Japan, an Order of the Rising Sun, and
in November 1982, the Okinawa Prefecture Governor awarded him an Education Achievement Award.
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Born in Naha City in December of 1913. He was enlisted in the Kainan Island Naval Facility Department Headquarters Hospital in April 1942 and was
discharged in September 1946. After working at the Ohnoyama clinic in 1947, he was qualified as a doctor in 1952 and was appointed to the
Zamami clinic in December of the same year. During the post-war turmoil, there were many diseases such as tuberculosis and malaria, and in the
situation where medical workers and medical instruments were extremely scarce, they were engaged in the medical care of residents and had to
overcome many difficulties.

While working in the Kayo Clinicin May 1953, he was able to go on a day-and-night medical examination by riding a bicycle or walking through the
mountainous village in a remote area with poor traffic conditions. Appointed to Ryukyu Government Nago Hospital, Ginoza Medical Clinic in March,
1954, worked on the health and hygiene of the villagers as the only medical institution of Ginoza village for over a long period of 37 years until
March 1991. His achievement for over 40 years was highly appreciated, and received an award from the governor of Okinawa in November 1984,

from the Minister of Health and Welfare in March 1987.
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Born in Kanna on October 11th, 1908. After graduating from Okinawa Teacher’ s School in 1929, was transferred to teach at Kin Elementary
School. In 1933, he launched the “Immigration Preparatory School” and committed to migrant education. Then, the following year, he was
transferred to Peru as a request for local immigrants and was appointed as a foreign dispatch instructor, and he was devoted to child education at
local Japanese schools until 1941. After retiring teaching at local Japanese schools abroad, he started farming which was a long time dream.
Overcoming hardships such as the Japanese Exclusion Movement during World War I, he later attained his much earned success. Since 1967, he
has served as a group officer for Okinawa Kenjinkai and the Peruvian Japanese Association, and has been instrumental in the development of the
friendship between the country of Peru and Japan and the Japanese-Peruvian community. His achievements were highly appreciated, and in
1978, was awarded a fifth class Order of the Rising Sun from the Japanese government.
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
