When the DV lottery
was offered by US government for the Bangladeshis | was considering
whether | would compromise with my lottery principle. | had a strong
but silent desire to see and settle down in USA or England (if possible)
since | was a student. DV lottery could be the easiest way to fulfill my
dream if luck would favor. | passed the total time period for DV
application only thinking about it but eventually failed to act upon

it. After the time was over | accepted that one more of my dreams
would remain unfulfilled, as | knew the difficulties of getting US visa.
One of my friends, who was from a wealthy family succeeded to get
the US visa only after trying 6 or 7 times when | was studying in the
University. My friend is well established now in USA. However, | got ,
an opportunity when Perry Ellis country director, Mr. Vinay Arora insisted - F s
me on visiting their US office for more business. | requested him to send the
invitation letter but | never thought that he would do it so quick. | started getting 7

thrilled as the dream of student life got revived. | got the visa within a week submission

of my application. | planned my visit to USA from 31st Aug to 14th Sept'14 after taking management
approval. The meeting with Perry Ellis, Weatherproof and V.F. Asia (Nautica) was set a month ahead of the trip.

| flew from Dhaka on 30th Aug evening and reached New York on 31st Aug'14 morning. One of my uncles,
Sadiur Rahman, was waiting outside the airport for me. It took nearly two and a half hours to complete the
immigration & customs for a very long queue after landing. The immigration officer didn't take more than 3
minutes for issuing me arrival entry as a first time traveler in USA. | saw Sadi kaku after 18 years, who came to
USA in 1996 getting the DV lottery. He is now well settled in New York. He took me to his home first from the
airport though 1 was insisting him to drop me to my hotel. | was very tired after more than 24 hours journey
including 19 hours flying time in the sky but got relaxed after having my favorite food cooked by aunt at home.
Then my uncle and aunt decided to take me to a picnic of Rangpur Jella Samitee on the same day. We started
after half an hour rest to attend the picnic which was 20 miles away from the home. After reaching the spot we
realized that the authority won't allow us entering because the permitted limit of the people had already crossed.
I saw the organizers to request the authority for consideration but could not succeed to break the law. Though it
was completely a contrast from our country yet | couldn't but appreciate it. The picnic participants were very sad
but | was happy because this helped me to come to my hotel little earlier.

| came to my hotel, City Club in Manhattan in the evening. It was a very small hotel but charged USD 350/night
which was actually too much comparing the facilities. As my meeting places were very close to this hotel | didn't
change it. | was very sleepy when | entered the room because of the time difference from my country. | fell into
sleep by 7 pm evening US time which was 5 am for my country. 1st Sept morning, | came out of the hotel for
breakfast and was moving around the streets to find a suitable restaurant. It was a public holiday in USA, Labor
Day, so | didn't have any rush for any appointment. After having the breakfast | tried to find the places where |
would go for meeting. | got them very easily as it was not far from my hotel. In the noon when | felt hungry,
found a street food shop with a very long queue. | stood for my turn and bought the food at the cost of USD 6
and a water bottle at USD 1. The food was really very tasty but the price was very cheap. Later | learnt that this
street food shop, the halal guys, run by the immigrant from Egypt, was very popular in Manhattan. There was big
news in New York papers for their success. Many other shops tried to copy them but didn't succeed. Riyadh, my
