King Sho Hashi of the first Sho dynasty was known to have
enlarged this site to its present size in 1429. One can note the
skillfully designed curved castle walls that draw picturesque curves
in the air, employing the amazing masonry technique of placing
stones atop another. Political, administrative and diplomatic affairs
of the Ryukyu Kingdom were held at this magnificent castle until the

year 1879, when the islands were annexed to Japan as Okinawa
