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Based on the experiences and lessons learned from the Great
Hanshin-Awaji Earthquake, Hyogo Prefecture established six
regional emergency management bases within Hyogo, which de
will serve as centers for storing, collecting and distributing

relief supplies and equipment, and as bases for assembling

and mobilizing emergency relief workers. Miki Emergency

Management Base is equipped with the overall function of

being a core facility of these regional emergency manage-

ment bases, and covers the entire prefecture.

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In the event of a major disaster, Miki Emergency Management Base will ensure the smooth distribution of relief supplies in cooperation
with regional emergency management bases both within the prefecture and in the Kansai region. It will also serve as an operation base
for emergency relief workers, and implement quick and effective disaster response measures.
