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History

The city’s name (Yokkaichi) originated from a market held on
dates with a 4 (e.g. 4th,14th, 24th). The labelling of Yokkaichi
has been documented as early as the 15th century. During the
Edo period, Yokkaichi prospered as a main trading center
between eastern and western Japan on the Tokaido Road.

Organized as a city in 1897, Yokkaichi prospered as an
industrial center with a petrochemical complex in the 1950’s.
It is still a very active city through its commerce and industry.

Yokkaichi is rich in nature and is located between the Suzuka
mountain range on the west side and Ise Bay on the east side.
In the spring, cherry blossoms bloom throughout the city. In
summer, hamahirugao flowers spread across Yoshizaki Coast
where sea turtles come to lay eggs. In autumn, the mountains
are covered with rich red foliage. There are many beautiful
spots such as Dairy Fureai Farm, Isaka Dam Cycle Park, and
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Suizawa Tea Plantations

Yokkaichi has prospered from ancient times. There are
various traditional events such as Kujira-bune Gyoji (whale
boat event), Dainenbutsu (praying with drums and a gong)
and Osuwa Odori (Osuwa dance). These events are still
held in traditional fashion. There are also many national
and prefectural cultural assets such as pictures, sculptures,
and architecture. Yokkaichi’s citizens can enjoy numerous
exhibitions and concerts held at the Yokkaichi Municipal
Museum and Yokkaichi City Cultural Hall, respectively.

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History Preceding the Sister City Affiliation
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Both mayors are delighted at
the resolution for the sister city
affiliation being unanimously
passed by the Long Beach
city council
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Deepen understanding
with each other across borders

Sister city relationships were extended to cities around the
world especially after World War II. The goal was to create
global friendship and world peace through cross-cultural
understanding and exchange of people, culture and business
across national borders.

Developing overseas interest
in Yokkaichi

In 1957, an interest in international knowledge to improve
the quality of cultural lifestyles developed among Yokkaichi
citizens. At the same time, there was a movement at the
Yokkaichi Municipal Library to read foreign books and
magazines.

This led to the development of Yokkaichi’s relationship with
the American Culture Center (present-day Nagoya American
Center). The Center’s chief, Mr. Bohaseck, visited Yokkaichi
Mayor Katsutaro Yoshida, and discussed the topic of the
sister city relationship to expand citizens’ interest in foreign
countries.

Many common points
between the two cities

Thereafter, Yokkaichi began research on creating a sister city
relationship. The city’s proposal included three main points:

O A population of 300,000 to 400,000

O A commercial and industrial city with a seaport

O Preferable location along the Pacific coast

After a long deliberation, Long Beach was chosen for the
characteristics listed below:

O Both cities face the Pacific Ocean and have vibrant
seaports connected to major sea routes.

O Both cities were modern industrial cities in connection
to petroleum undergoing rapid development.

O The situation between Yokkaichi and Long Beach
was similar to the sister city relationship already
established between Nagoya and Los Angeles.

O Since there were many Japanese from Tomida, Kusu,

and Suzuka who had migrated to areas around Long
Beach, there was already a sense of connection
between the two cities.
In sum, both cities have many common geographical features
and city sceneries.

The course of developing
the relationship

Yokkaichi offered a sister city proposal to Long Beach in
August, 1961. Mayor Wade responded by welcoming the
proposal and visiting Yokkaichi in November of that year.

In May 1962, Yokkaichi City organized an inaugural
preparation party of the Yokkaichi City Affiliation Friendship
Association. In November, the Yokkaichi City Affiliation
Friendship Association was held and action for an affiliation
began.

In February 1963, a Yokkaichi-Long Beach friendship
dinner party was held by an association of people in the
U.S. originally from Mie Prefecture and the Chamber of
Commerce and Industry of Japanese descent in southern
California. Mayor Wade was invited along with city council
members and persons concerned with the harbor in Long
Beach with the goal of attempting to improve the affiliation.
In May 1963, the Yokkaichi City Friendship Association
meeting was held and members of the Chamber of Commerce
and Industry of Japanese descent in southern California and
the association of people in the U.S. originally from Mie
Prefecture were invited.

Members discussed ways to continue the friendship hereafter.
At the meeting, the letter from Mayor Wade to Mayor Hirata
was delivered along with the reply from Mayor Hirata.

In September 1963, Mayor Hirata visited Long Beach on
the 23rd (U.S. time), Mayor Wade officially announced the
establishment of a sister city affiliation with Yokkaichi.

On the 24th, a resolution for the sister city affiliation was
unanimously passed at the Long Beach council.

On October 7th, an extraordinary session at the Yokkaichi
city council was held and the sister city affiliation with Long
Beach was approved. They concluded the official agreement
of the affiliation.

Remembering the Late Mayor Hirata

The late Mayor Hirata was a man of broad and
profound thoughts. He had conceived of a plan to connect the
Pacific Ocean to the Sea of Japan with canals via Lake Biwa.
In 1963, after signing Long Beach and Yokkaichi into sister
cities, he visited St. Lawrence Seaway (connecting the Atlantic
Ocean with Lake Ontario by excavating the St. Lawrence River,
enabling passage of vessels as large as 20,000 tons), which
had just opened and was located on the border between the
United States and Canada. This visit was suggested by Mr.
Taneji Hori (president of Yokkaichi Warehouse Company), who
spoke English fluently and accompanied Mayor Hirata on the
trip.

| was a member of the delegation that visited Long
Beach in 1965. The party to welcome the delegation happened
to coincide with the Miss International Beauty Contest, also
held in Long Beach. Mayor Hirata was a man of humor. In his
speech at the party he said, “ | have brought my wife instead
of Miss Yokkaichi.” Everyone at the party burst into laughter.

| accompanied Mayor Hirata when he visited Long
Beach Port and the Long Beach Oil Field. | vividly remember
him listening to the explanations of Mr.Vickers (the director
of the Port Authority) with enthusiasm, and asking astute
questions. His attitude to try to absorb cutting-edge
information and knowledge was very impressive.

In the middle of December, several months after his
return to Japan, the mayor suddenly passed away at the age
of 68. He is dearly missed.
