Haebaru Town is also
well known for production of Ryukyu Kasuri textiles, Haebaru loofah, pumpkins, bird-of-paradise flowers and
star fruits. Since completion of the JA Farmers Market Haebaru Kugani Ichiba in April 2015, the town has been
working to further promote agriculture. Moreover, communities throughout the town preserve numerous
traditional performing arts and cultural properties, passing this traditional culture on to today's generation.
Amid the changes taking place in society in recent years including the declining birthrate, aging population
and informatization, the fifth edition of the Haebaru Comprehensive Plan, drafted in cooperation with town
residents to make the municipality an even better place to live, will be implemented in 2017.

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HISTORY OF RYUKYU KASURI

Originating in far-away India and spreading throughout
Southeast Asia, kasuri (ikat) entered whatis now
Okinawa from the 14th to the 15th century, when the
islands were ruled by the Ryukyu Kingdom and enjoyed
a thriving trade. There gradually developed a distinctive
style of kasuri production in all parts of Okinawa that,
while exhibiting Chinese, Japanese, and Southeast
Asian influences, was adapted to the unique Ryukyu
climate and culture. This Ryukyu kasuri crossed the
seasandformedtherootsof Satsuma, Kurume,
Yonezawa Ryukyu, lyo, and other types of Japanese
kasuri.The town of Haebaru has been renowned as a
major site of kasuri production since the days of the
Ryukyu Kingdom. Thanks to the constant introduction
and refinement of technical know-how as well as the
unflagging efforts of craftspersons over the generations,
almost all Ryukyu kasuri is now produced in Haebaru.
As the cradle of Ryukyu kasuri, the town is committed to
continued production of kasuri articles that will long be
cherished by their owners, by combining the tradition
carefully passed on from ancestors with esthetics
attuned to the times.
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CHARACTERISTICS AND TECHNIQUES
OF RYUKYU KASURI

The major characteristic of Ryukyu Kasuri is the approx-
imately 600 types of multi-colored patterns. Geometric
pattern designs reflecting fresh and cool feelings have
been transmitted since the Ryukyu Royal Administration
period according to a "Miezu-cho" - a design book,
artisans incorporating contemporary senses to create
originals fabrics.

With those designs as backbone, before dyeing the
whole threads, each design part is hand tied one-by-one
at calculated intervals on threads that are little by little
tied up in bundles. This method requires a great deal of
time, yetallows forthe creationof unique Kasuri
designs.

The fabric, woven by throwing weft threads in between
warp threads, is made by utilizing an old technique,
enabling one to at best meticulously weave approxi-
mately 2 meters of fabric per day.

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HAEBARU TOWN MUSEUM

In accordance with its basic philosophy that “war and culture are irreconcilable,” the Haebaru Town
Museum has followed its principles of “inheritance, exchange and creation” in playing an active part
as an expert institution conducting surveys, researching the town's history and culture, and making
its results available to the public. It also serves as a hub for the arts and cultural creation as well as
for contemplating peace through scheduled exhibitions, music concerts, lectures and other activities
for cultural and peace exchange both inside and outside Okinawa Prefecture.

The permanent exhibition room presents the historical path that Haebaru has taken across four
themes: Battle of Okinawa, postwar history, immigration and livelihood.

In the corner focusing on the Battle of Okinawa, a diorama reproduces the Haebaru Army Hospital
bunker. Personal effects, which were excavated from caves, are on display. Visitors are able to learn
about the experience that people endured, and view scenes of Haebaru during the Battle of Okina-
wa. This corner utilized for peace studies.

While collaborating with relevant organizations on planned exhibitions and various other programs,
the Haebaru Culture Center has made a broad appeal across Okinawa prefecture, Japan and other
countries about the individuality and uniqueness of this community.
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Haebaru and the Battle of Okinawa
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Haebaru Turned into a Battlefield

After the US military air strike on October 10, 1944, the 32nd Army Head-
quarters, which had been deployed at Tsukazan at the outset, moved its
key command functions to set up its strategic base in the lower levels of
Shuri Castle. The 32nd Army Headquarters Accounting Division, comprising
supply units for weapons and food, transportation unit and hospital unit
providing treatment for wounded soldiers, was deployed to Kotsukazan.
Also, the Okinawa Army Hospital was moved to Haebaru National School,
which was at Kanegusuku.

On January 29, 1945, the Imperial General Headquarters, which saw the
battle of Okinawa as a stalling strategy in order to buy time to prepare for a
decisive showdown on mainland Japan, deployed tank, firearms infantry,
anti-aircraft, machine-gun and other strategic units to the 32nd Army in cen-
tral-southern Okinawa, which were important regions for its strategic
hold-out strategy.

The Japanese army’s deployment to Haebaru in this way infused the lives
of village residents with a military hue. They were forced to cooperate in
digging trenches, providing food, transporting ammunition, cooking and
other support activities. Haebaru was transformed into a “fortress village”
as schools, community centers and large private houses were comman-
deered for military use and even a military brothel was set up.

At the end of May, the 32nd Army Headquarters at Shuri fell after a
hard-fought battle. Commanding Officer Mitsuru Ushijima and other officers
were forced to withdraw to the south. The Tsukazan Headquarters bunker
was moved to Mabuni. It could be argued that this southern retreat signifi-
cantly affected the fate of Haebaru. As Japanese army front-line units and
evacuating residents converged on Ichinichi bridge, Uhei (Yamakawa)
bridge, Kanegusuku intersection and Teruya intersection, which served as
transit points for evacuation, the US military concentrated its artillery and
naval bombardments on these targets, and many lives were lost. After the
war, these places were spoken of as “intersections and bridges of death.”

Approximately 60% of the Haebaru war deaths were in June or later
months. So, the fact that Haebaru was pivotal for transportation increased
the number of Haebaru casualties.

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Haebaru Folktales

Haebaru preserves the lessons and folktales passed on to us
long ago from our ancestors
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Legend of the Kimono of Feathers [Miyagusuku]

Over 300 years ago there lived a man named Dekokushi in
Miyagusuku. One day, on his way home from working in the fields,
he found a wonderful scent drifting through the air from out of
nowhere. He looked around in wonder and saw a beautiful woman
washing her long hair at Usukuga well. She was so beautiful that he
found himself fascinated by her beauty. After some time, he noticed
her beautiful kimono draped over the branch of a tree. Dekokushi
quietly crept up and stole the robe. He hurriedly brought it back to
his home and hid it in the storehouse.

When Dekokushi returned to the well, the woman was sobbing. He
asked her what was wrong and she cried, “While | was washing my
hair, my kimono has gone missing. Now, | cannot return home.”
Dekokushi invited her, saying, “You can wear my clothes until your
kimono is found. My home is close by, you can rest there.”

From that day on, the two lived happily and, eventually, had
children. One day, the woman heard a nursery rhyme that some
children were singing and learned where her kimono had been
hidden. She found her kimono and put it on, then softly drifted up
into the sky going higher and higher into the heavens. The children
and people of the village saw this and chased after her yelling,
“There, she goes! There, she goes!” The woman is said to have
disappeared around Kubadou in Yonabaru. Even today, people tell of
an ornamental hairpin which the woman dropped at Usukuga well.
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Legend of Urashima [Yonaha]

The legend of Urashima, which is rare in Okinawa, is still preserved in
Yonaha.

Usanshi was a dignified and refined young man. One day, at Yonakubama
beach, he picked up a hairpiece and sought to return it to its rightful owner,
who, it turned out, was a very beautiful princess. The princess was very
happy and praised Usanshi as a virtuous person and invited him to the
Dragon Palace. At the palace, Usanshi received such a lavish welcome that
he lost track of time.

Around three months later, it occurred to Usanshi that he wanted to return
home. The god of the Dragon Palace stopped him, saying, “Thirty-three
generations have already passed. Why not stay here and have fun?”
However, he had never forgotten his home and decided to go back. The
Princess reluctantly bid him farewell and handed him a package, “Please
take this package home as a souvenir of me, but be sure that you never
open it, no matter what.”

When Usanshi returned home, there was no one he knew and no one who
knew him. Alone and sad, he climbed a hill in front of the village. On the hill,
he opened the package he had received from the Princess. Inside was a
lock of white hair. When the hair touched his body, Usanshi suddenly grew
old and died. He was buried at that same place, which came to be called
Usandaki.
